
The European Training Foundation (ETF) is the 
European Union’s agency supporting education and 
labour market reforms in EU neighbouring countries. 
Since 1994, and throughout Ukraine’s independence, 
the ETF has provided expertise, policy advice, and 
capacity-building to develop skills and employment, 
connecting Ukrainian institutions with EU and 
international partners.

THE ETF UKRAINE TASK FORCE
Ukraine is a priority country for the ETF. Its dedicated 
Ukraine Task Force leads the agency’s strategic 
response, drawing on deep country expertise to 
deliver support and coordinate partnerships. Its work 
is organised around two core support packages, 
building on the emergency response launched 
in 2022. The �rst focuses on reconstruction and 
recovery, supporting the modernisation of education, 
training, and employment systems to build a resilient 
skills ecosystem that promotes sustainable growth. 
The second supports Ukraine’s EU accession 
process, with targeted policy advice aligned with EU 
standards and priorities, including those outlined in 
the EC Communication on the Union of Skills.

TURNING PARTNERSHIPS INTO 
ACTION
The ETF works with the European Commission, 
international organisations, and �nancial institutions 
to support Ukraine’s human capital development. 
It is a key partner in the Skills Alliance launched 
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at the Ukraine Recovery Conference 2024 in 
Berlin. In collaboration with the European Bank 
for Reconstruction and Development, the ETF 
contributes to the Human Capital Resilience Charter, 
promoting skills, inclusive employment, and support 
for veterans and returnees. 

The ETF also supports the development of a national 
Youth Guarantee in cooperation with the European 
Commission, the International Labour Organisation, 
and EU Member States, drawing on its peer-learning 
network. It collaborates with UNICEF to strengthen 
education and career guidance for young people, 
particularly during wartime and recovery. A new 
partnership is being explored with the European 
Investment Bank to boost human capital outcomes, 
with a focus on gender and social inclusion. New 
collaborations are being established with the World 
Bank and the OECD to support education and labour 
market reforms.

A STRATEGIC BRIDGE
The ETF helps align EU and international support 
with Ukraine’s long-term reform priorities. Its 
collaborative approach enhances coherence and 
impact, reinforces social cohesion, and supports 
Ukraine’s path toward an inclusive education system 
and a resilient labour market.
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
