5. Facdilitating peer learning actions among the CoVEs for progress and further
development of CoVEs.

6. Coordinating communications among CoVEs taking part in the peer leaming
events, including sharing progress on relevant practices and learning, during the
lifetime of the assignment.

Identifying and propose action recommendations and further strategies for policy
learning to support CoVES contributing on green skills development, in concrete,
focusing on policy options for ETF PCs.
